For admission to the Major Modules, 
you must achieve a minimum mark of 60%* in the prerequisite.   For progression and graduation in a 4-year degree, a 60% 
modular average is required in each Major.

FIRST YEAR: 

5.0 courses numbered 1000-1999 in at least four different subjects    
 

1.0 course 1000-1999 from Category B (eg, Arts & Humanities) or Category C (eg, Science) 
 

60%*  in principal courses (Exception: Economics -  see below)  
 

ESSENTIAL MODULES: Two Major Modules: 6.0 – 7.0 courses specified by a Department for each Major Module 
 

ESSAYS: 2.0 designated essay courses including 1.0 numbered 2000 or above 
 

BREADTH: 

1.0 Category B (eg. Arts & Humanities) course  
 

1.0 Cateory C (eg, Science) course  
 

1.0 Category A (eg. Social Science) 
 

SENIOR COURSES: No more than 7.0 Year I courses. At least 13 senior courses. 
 

AVERAGES: 
60% average in each Major Module.  

 

60% overall and at least a mark of 50% in each course.
