ESSENTIAL MODULES: Two Minor Modules 
4.0 - 5.0 courses specified by a Department for each Minor  

AVERAGE: 60% cumulative average in each Minor Module   
 

60% cumulative average on 15.0 courses successfully completed 
 

ESSAYS: 2.0 designated essay courses including 1.0 numbered 2000 or above  
 

BREADTH: 

1.0 Category B (Arts & Humanities) course  
 

1.0 course from Category C (eg. Science course)  
 

1.0 course from Category A (eg. Social Science) 
 

No more than 9.0 courses in one subject  
 

SENIOR COURSES: No more than 7.0 year I courses.  At least 8.0 senior courses
